Pat Strawn made a place for Night Bloomers in 

spite of doubt... 
 

“I saw a need and, in my heart, I wanted to fill that need,” Pat 

said.  Her experience of working at the Garden Club of St. Peters-

burg (GCSP) information booth at the Green Thumb Festival 

exposed many potential new members: working women. Many 

lamented that they could not join because they worked during the 

day.  
 

She approached the GCSP board and proposed that the club   

consider starting a circle for weekend gardeners. In the beginning 

the board was  not as supportive as she hope it would be. Some-

one even said it was a pipe dream. 
 

Pat was undaunted and in 2007 she worked like Miracle-Gro ® 

nourishing the roots of the Night Bloomers Circle. She invited 

interesting speakers to come out on the first Tuesday night of 

each month and offer a program. The second meeting, 39 people 

showed up; 14 were first-time visitors to the Garden Club. She 

knew then that she was on to something. 
 

Pat collected names, phone numbers and email addresses on a 

sign-up sheet at the door. And, she asked: Are you interested in 

starting horticulture for weekend gardeners circle?  She needed 

10 people to commit before the FFGC would officially recognize 

a new circle. At the end of the year, Pat had 12 people.   
 

By 2008 the new circle, called “The Night Bloomers,” became a 

reality. Pat says the Night Bloomers circle, now up to 30      

members, is her baby – and she is very proud of their accomplish-

ments – citing the success of last month’s plant sale.

Dear Environmentally Concerned FFGC Members,  

 

Once again ... we are challenged to be safeguards of Florida’s wa-

ters, our environment, and ultimately our economy. Once again ... 

we are asking for your help and urge you to be involved and ac-

tive.     

 

FDEP is briefing the Environmental Regulation Commission (ERC) 

November 3, 2011 in Tallahassee on their proposed 9/29/2011 Draft 

Changes to Chapter 62-302 - Florida's numeric nutrient criteria. 

Your comments will be accepted prior to December 1.    

 

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) is 

proposing rules for nutrient levels in Florida waterways which are 

even weaker than EPA recommendations.  Rules would: 1) allow 

the continued discharge of sewage, animal manure and fertilizer 

pollution into most of the state’s water resources; 2) It would keep 

the burden of prevention and clean-up costs on state and the  tax-

payer and not on industry polluters; and 3) It would give the state 

legislature control of the nutrient pollution issue.   

 

FDEP argues that “nutrients are unlike any other “pollutant” regu-

lated by the federal Clean Water Act (CWA)… because nutrients 

are present naturally in aquatic systems”. This is true, but when 

these natural nutrients are fed by sewage, fertilizer runoff, etc, they 

unnaturally multiply, like cancer cells, eventually destroying the 

water body in which they grow.   

 

In the two years from 2008-10, the number of degraded waterways 

in Florida have doubled. Our springs and waterways are having  

algae blooms and show increasing stress from over pumping.  For 

example, Silver Springs suffered a 29% reduction in flow in   recent 

years).  

 

Comments should briefly state your concerns for the continuing 

degradation to Florida's water bodies and rules that would not     

protect our waters from an unnatural excess of nutrients that would 

cause even further pollution.  Any personal experience and knowl-

edge of waterways that have received unnatural pollution should be 

included to strengthen your comments.

The Scary Facts about Everglades 

reprinted with permission from environmentflorida.org 
 

Halloween may be over, but there are still some scary things 

going on in our Everglades. 
 

Over the last 100 years, the Everglades have shrunk to less 

than half their original size due to residential and agriculture               

development.  The last 30 years have seen the greatest losses 

for our singularly unique River of Grass. 
 

Due to recent decisions made by the Supreme Court, 29% of 

streams in Florida are at risk of losing their Clean Water Act           

protections. Many of Florida’s fresh waterways feed into the 

Everglades. 
 

More than 7.7 million Floridians depend on the Everglades 

for drinking water.  Without the Everglades to “recharge” the             

underground aquifers, the drinking water supply would be in 

danger of either running dry or being contaminated by salt 

water.  
 

The Everglades has among the highest mercury levels found 

in fish in Florida. The average male Florida panther has 

higher levels of estrogen than do the females, due to the es-

trogenic properties of the mercury in the fish they eat. The 

mercury originates in coal-fired power plants and industrial 

facilities like cement plants.  
 

Polluted runoff from nearby agricultural operations and   

suburban lawns alter the Everglade’s complex and unique 

water chemistry.  Even if all pollutants entering Lake Okee-

chobee (which feeds the Everglades) stopped today, it would 

still take 20 years for the  water quality to be restored.  
 

South Florida Water Management District currently allows 

water discharges into the Everglades that contain 9 times 

more phosphorus than allowed under the Clean Water Act. 

This creates “nutrient pollution” that causes harmful algae 

blooms in Florida’s waterways. Algae blooms de-oxygenate 

the water, suffocating the plants and animals that live in it.  

More than 25% of the Everglades suffer from nutrient pollu-

tion.  
 

Florida’s state legislature voted to delay the deadline for  

Everglades’ cleanup until 2016 and Governor Rick Scott has 

requested the deadline be pushed to 2022.
