Fun Facts About Lady Liberty
Sculptor Frederic-Auguste Bartholdi designed the Statue of Liberty as a gesture of friendship between France and
the U.S. He completed the statue in 1884 and it was dedicated in October 1886.
What makes the Statue of Liberty green? Give credit to the copper sheeting, which naturally oxidized over time to

create the patina, which protects Lady Liberty from wind and wear.

From the ground to the tip of her torch, the statue of Liberty is 305 feet and one inch.

The length of her hand is 16 feet, five inches.
Her index finger is eight feet.
The width of her head is 10 feet.

The width of one of her eyes is two feet, six inches.

The length of her nose is four feet, six inches.
And yes, her bust is a perfect 36 — feet!

THE HANDBOOK FOR FLOWER SHOWS, 2007 edition with corrections, National Garden Clubs,
Inc., shall be used by exhibitors and judges as an authority.

All Classes are open to any member of the Florida Federation of Garden Clubs, Inc.
Non-members may enter no more than five (5) horticultural exhibits.

There must be an emphasis on fresh plant material. No artificial plant material in any division.

Design Entries may be placed on Thursday, April 26, 2012, from 1:00pm until 4:00pm and Friday, April
27, from 9:00am to 10:00am.

Horticulture Entries will be received on Thursday, April 26, from 1:00pm to 4:00pm. ONLY Arboreal
exhibits will be received on Friday, April 27, from 9:00am to 10:00am.

All Exhibitors must leave the show area by 11:00am on Friday, April 27.
It is the obligation of the classification chairmen to check for conformity to the schedule.

Judging will be on Friday, April 27, at 1:00 pm. Only required personnel will be permitted in the flower
show area during judging. Show Chairman to be present during judging. The decisions of the judges
are final. Awards may be withheld if not merited.

The Flower Show will be open to the public on Saturday, April 28, from 9:00am to 4:00pm, and on
Sunday, April 29, from 9:00am to 3:00pm.

Awards Ceremony will be held Sunday, April 29 at 3:00pm. NO design or horticulture may be
removed before the awards ceremony is concluded. Exhibitors MUST remove all designs and
horticulture specimens promptly after the Closing Ceremony. Any remaining entries will be disposed of
without notification.

The American flag and all other national flags must be displayed in a respectful manner. In order
not to offend, American and other national flags may not be incorporated into any competitive
designs, nor be used as underlays, swags, or the like.

No solicitation materials may be included in any exhibits

The Flower Show Committee will take all possible care to protect the exhibitor’s property. It cannot be
held liable for any loss or damage.

THE STANDARD SYSTEM OF AWARDING WILL BE
USED FOR ALL COMPETITIVE JUDGING

The National Garden Clubs Standard System
of Awarding will be used.
Only one first (Blue), one second (Red), and one third (Yellow) ribbon
may be awarded in each class. Honorable Mention (White) ribbons
may be given other meritorious exhibits.

First Place must score 90 or above

Second Place must score 85 or above

Third Place must score 80 or above
Honorable Mention must score 75 or above.

“SWEET LAND OF LIBERTY”

SECTION A. “OUR NATIONAL PARKS”

The United States has 58 protected areas known as national parks, which are operated by the National Park Service, an
agency of the Department of the Interior. The first national park, Yellowstone, was signed into law by President Ulysses
S. Grant in 1872. Twenty-seven states have national parks, as do American Samoa and the United States Virgin Islands.

Eligible for the Tricolor Award.
All plant materials must be fresh.
Staging background is black

Class 1. “Yellowstone National Park” spans Wyoming, Montana and Idaho. It was the first national park in the world

with vast geothermal areas such as hot springs and geysers, the best-known being Old Faithful.
Creative Design that incorporates or uses a recycled item in the design. Staged in front of a freestanding background
panel 32” wide x 48” high on one half of 6’ table, 30”deep with black floor length cloth . Exhibitor to furnish panel.
The panel may be incorporated into the design. Underlay may be used to enhance design.

Class 2. “Biscayne Bay National Park”, located at the north end of the Florida Keys has four interrelated marine
ecosystems: mangrove forest, the Bay, the Keys, and coral reefs.
Creative UNDERWATER Design staged on a natural wood pedestal, 32” high with a natural wood top approx. 24” x 24.
Top may be covered by designer.

Class 3. “Denali National Park” centered around the Mount McKinley, the tallest mountain in North America, Denali
is serviced by a single road leading to Wonder Lake. McKinley and other peaks of the Alaska Range are covered with
long glaciers and boreal forest.
Creative Design staged in front of a freestanding background panel 32” wide x 48” high on one half of 6 table,
30”deep with black floor length cloth . Exhibitor to furnish panel. The panel may be incorporated into the design.
Underlay may be used to enhance design.

SECTION B. “WE SALUTE OUR TROOPS”

The United States Armed Forces are the military forces of the United States. They consist of the Army, Navy, Marine
Corps, Air Force, and Coast Guard. Every day, many thousands devote themselves to protecting freedoms, maintaining
peace, providing relief and supporting policy around the globe.

Class 4. “Army” As the oldest branch of the U.S. Military, founded in 1775, the Army is one of the most powerful
fighting forces on earth. Approximately 549,015 full-t i me Sol di ers in todayds Ar my
sea and air.

Creative Design staged on a natural wood pedestal with a 36” x 24” oval top, 32” high. Top covered in black,
provided by committee.

Class 5. “Air Force” The USAF is the aerial warfare service branch of the United States Armed Forces. Initially part of
the United States Army, the USAF was formed as a separate branch of the military on September 18, 1947
Creative HANGING Design using a black frame, 24” wide by 407, staged on a natural wood pedestal 32" from the
floor with a 32” round top covered in black.

Class 6. “Navy”The U.S. Navy was founded under the authority of George Washington in 1775, with the intent to
intercept British supply ships near Massachusetts.
Creative Design staged on a natural wood pedestal, 32” high with a natural wood top approx. 24” x 24. Top may be
covered by designer.
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SECTION C. “SING A PATRIOTIC SONG”
Eligible for Petite Award.

Staged on risers placed on pedestals, 32” high, with black tops and black floor length covers.
Designer’s choice of materials and components. Staging background is black.

Class 7. “This Land Is Your Land” is one of the United States' most famous folk songs. Its lyrics were written by
Woody Guthrie in 1940 based on an existing melody, in response to Irving Berlin's "God Bless America", which Guthrie
considered unrealistic and complacent.

Creative Stretch Design not to exceed 8” in any direction.

Class 8.  “God Bless The USA” is an American patriotic song written and recorded by country musician Lee

Greenwood. Originally released in the spring of 1984, it was played at the 1984 Republican National Convention
Creative Design not to exceed 5” in any direction.

Class 9. “Stars and Stripes Forever” is a patriotic American march widely considered to be the magnum opus of
composer John Philip Sousa. By act of Congress, it is the National March of the United States of America
Hanging Design not to exceed 3” in any direction staged within a white star approx. 4” high x 5” wide, hung on a
black hanger, 6” high provided by the Show Committee.

SECTION D. “INDEPENDENCE DAY”

Independence Day, commonly known as the Fourth of July, is a federal holiday in the United States commemorating the
adoption of the Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776, declaring independence from the Kingdom of Great Britain.

Class 10. “Picnic In The Park” is a tradition for families and friends to take the day off to share food and celebrate the
birth of our nation.
Capsule Table staged on one fourth of a brown picnic table, 8” long, 28” deep and 31” high. Exhibitor may provide
table covering not to exceed 24” in width and 28” deep.

Class 11. “Fireworks” America's earliest settlers brought their enthusiasm for fireworks to the United States.
Fireworks were used to celebrate important events.
Exhibition Table Type Il staged on a natural wood pedestal 32" from the floor with a 32” round top covered in black.
Top provided by committee.

Class 12. “A Backyard Barbeque” is a chance to relax after the Independence Day parade and enjoy a cookout before
the fireworks light the night sky.
Alfresco Dining staged on one half of a rustic half barrel, 24” high with a 32” round natural wood top that may be
covered by designers.

Creative Design staged on one half of 6’ table 30”deep. Using a niche 24” wide, 48" high and having 12" wings,
designer’s choice of color. Designer may use an underlay.

AWARD OF DESIGN EXCELLENCE may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring exhibit in the
entire Design Division entered by a single exhibitor, provided all General and Design Award Requirements
are met. Winning exhibit may also have won a section Top Exhibitor Award: however, Award of Design
Excellence is not limited to exhibits having received a section award. It is also available to exhibits entered
by single exhibitors in sections not offering a section Top Exhibitor Award, but where blue ribbon winners
score 95 or above.

In Sections where Top Exhibitor Awards have been placed, only those winners are eligible for consideration
from those sections for the Award of Design Excellence.

Registration will be in advance with the Design Consultants prior to Monday, April 16, 2012. Design Consultants will
forward Entry Forms to the Design Entries Chairman.

Design Classes are limited to four entries each. Exhibitors may enter as many classes as desired but only one entry per class is
permitted.

Design must be the work of one individual, but exhibitor may have another person place the completed design.

IF UNABLE TO PROVIDE AN EXHIBIT ON THE DAY OF THE SHOW, THE EXHIBITOR MUST SECURE A
SUBSTITUTE, AND ADVISE THE DESIGN ENTRIES CHAIRMAN.

If an entry is to be placed on Friday, the exhibitor must notify the Section Consultant ahead of time.

Design must be approved for conformance by the Section Design Consultant before the exhibitor leaves the show area.
Exhibitors are expected to maintain their exhibits for the duration of the show.

Plant materials should be correctly listed on a 3 x 5 card; both common and botanical names, if known. A brief interpretation
of the design may be included on the card.

The following are not permitted: artificial plant materials; fresh plant material treated in any manner; landscapes and
scenes; cut fruits/vegetables or prepared foods; real birds, fish, animals or insects.

Items not prohibited by the schedule are permitted so long as they conform to the requirements of the class entered and Top
Awards offered. The Principles of Design must be observed, HB pgs. 41-42, 45-49.
Religious symbols must be displayed with respect and in accordance with local church policy.

The American flag and all other national flags must be displayed in accordance with proper flag etiquette.

Judges are requested to make written comments on all exhibits except those awarded blue ribbons. All Entry Cards scoring
90+ must be signed by a NGC accredited judge judging the show.

The committee will endeavor to protect all exhibits but cannot assume responsibility for the loss of or damage to any
exhibitor’s property.

All staging table covers will be black floor length, unless stated otherwise.
Some plant material must be used in every exhibit.

HINTS FOR EXHIBITING HORTICULTURE

e See General Horticulture Rules

e GROOM YOUR PLANTS. No roots trailing out of container,
no leaves on top of soil or among foliage in container.

e Plants should be free of dust, insecticide residue, insect damage
and waning plant parts.

e Container should be clean and free of salt build-up and other
removable stains.

o Decorative containers are allowed but should not be distracting.

o DO NOT WATER container plants before entering.

e Entry cards should be legible.

HORTICULTURE RULES

All exhibits must be fresh and grown by the exhibitor.

Horticulture specimens must be of superior quality, labeled with correct names (genus and species), variety
or cultivar, when possible. Common names may be added.

Container grown plants must have been in the possession of the exhibitor for at least ninety (90) days
except for multiple plants, which must have been in the exhibitor’s possession at least six (6) weeks. Only
one plant per pot is permitted, except where schedule permits. Plants that grow naturally with multiple
stems will be considered one plant.

Exhibitor may make more than one entry per class or sub-class, if each is a different genus, species, variety,
cultivar, type, form, size, or color.

Entry cards are to be filled out legibly and contain genus, species and/or variety. Common name may also
be given.

Native plants may be entered provided such plants have been legally obtained and grown by the exhibitor
for at least three months.

Classification may subdivide the classes for judging according to cultivars, type or color

Exhibits of inferior quality, or not conforming to the Schedule, will be disqualified by the Classification
Committee. The decision of the Classification Committee is final.

Containers for all plants not to exceed 14” in diameter. Entries over 20 Ibs. must be placed by exhibitor.
Number of plants in any class may be limited by available space.

Double potting and staking is allowed. Plants must be of show quality and well groomed.

No oiling, glossing or dressing of foliage is allowed.

AWARD OF HORTICULTURAL EXCELLENCE may be offered and awarded to the highest scoring
exhibit in the entire Horticulture Division entered by a single exhibitor, provided all General and
Horticulture Award Requirements have been met.

Winning exhibit may also have won a section Top Exhibitor Award; however, the Award of Horticultural
Excellence is not limited to exhibits having received a section award. It is also available to exhibits entered
by single exhibitors in sections not offering a section Top Exhibitor Award, but where blue ribbon winners
score 95 or above. Exhibit must be correctly named.

In sections where Top Exhibitor Awards have been placed, only those winners are eligible for
consideration for the Award of Horticultural Excellence.

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THE HISTORY OF THE GREEN THUMB FESTIVAL

The Green Thumb Festival was established by the St. Petersburg Parks Department
as an Arbor Day Celebration 1986. The concept was introduced by then Parks
Director Litdell “Dell” Holmes in response to meeting the requirements for the
prestigious Tree City USA Award.
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The Tree City USA Award is presented annually by the National Arbor Day Foundation, the United
States Department of Agriculture Forest Service and the National Association of State Foresters for
recognizing urban and community forestry programs. St. Petersburg has been a recipient of the Tree
City USA award every year since 1986.

The first Green Thumb Festival was held in scenic Boyd Hill Nature Preserve on April 11, 1986.
With strong support from the Florida Nurserymen and Growers Association, the festival was a big
success for a new event. Approximately 30 vendors participated along with 12 environmental
groups. Entertainment was provided by several local blue grass bands and refreshments were sold.

In an effort to schedule special events in other sections of St. Petersburg, besides the popular
waterfront parks or Boyd Hill, the second annual Green Thumb Festival was held at Walter Fuller
Park in the northwest section of the city. Near a beautiful stand of pine trees, the festival spread its
banners, horticultural booths and educational exhibits. Attendance continued to increase.

The excitement surrounding the 20th anniversary of Earth Day in 1990 helped to increase interest in
the Green Thumb Festival. Many new environmental groups and organizations joined the festival
for the first time. The festival moved back to Boyd Hill Nature Preserve for one last year. Since
1991, the festival has remained at Walter Fuller Park where it has continued to grow in both
participation and attendance over the years.

Now celebrating its 26™ year, the Festival features more than 200 educational and environmental
exhibits and vendors. Attendance is estimated at 30,000 to 35,000 over the two-day event. The
Garden Club of St. Petersburg has its annual Flower Show at the festival and is a co-sponsor. Each
year, one adult and one child are nominated and selected for the prestigious Green Thumb Award,
given in recognition of superior volunteer service to the environmental community.

To promote tree planting and beautification, free pine seedlings and more than 1,000 free plants are
given away each year. From soil testing and tool sharpening to specialty plants, palms and bird
feeders, there is something for every gardening enthusiast at the festival. And, with Grow and Share
Programs, a Children’s Plant Fair, Plant Auction, food and entertainment, and children’s crafts, the
Green Thumb Festival is a well rounded event suitable for the whole family.

Major contributors to the Green Thumb Festival include the City of St. Petersburg; The Garden
Club of St. Petersburg; Pinellas County Extension Service; Florida Nursery, Growers and
Landscape Association; and the Pinellas Technical Education Centers.

We hope you enjoy this festival that promotes respect for nature and our environment as well as an
opportunity to learn more about the care and cultivation of plants and flowers in Florida.
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
